STEP ONE: List the names of people in 

your mission field.

STEP TWO: God changes people 

through prayer.  Pray daily, for those on 

your list, that God will give them a receptive 

heart and give  you opportunity to share His 

love with them. 

 

 

   

 
STEP THREE:  Build or continue sincere 

friendships with each person on your list.
